Emmorton Baseball:  Frequently Asked Questions 2010 and Important Dates
When is Opening Day?  

April 17, 2010 with games, food, silent auctions, and baseball games all day.  Rain date is April 18th.

When does Baseball play?  
Practice starts April 1.  The season runs through mid-June.

T-ball and Clinic:  Sat Mornings (T-ball at 9:00 and Clinic at 11:00).

7-8:  Monday and Wednesday Evenings at 5:45

9-10: Tuesday and Thursday Evenings at 5:45 

11-12: Monday and Wednesday Evenings at 5:45 

13-15:  Tuesday and Thursday Evenings at 5:45 

Where do we play?

Ring Factory Elementary, Patterson Mill High School, Emmorton Elementary, Abingdon Elementary, Box Hill South Park, Singer Road Park, Ripken Academy, and Long Bar Harbor Park

What is the age cut off date?     
Your age as of April 30, 2010 determines which age bracket you play
What do I need to fill out in order to participate?

All players must fill out a registration form – one per child.

All coaches and parents must read, understand and agree to abide by the Code of Conduct form.

Can my child play-up to a different age group?  

Parents may request their children to play-up to the next in-house age group when registering in January.  Potential play-ups must be approved by the league commissioner.  Play-ups will be monitored. He must demonstrate that he will be competitive in the higher age group and not overmatched.  

When/how are the in-house teams picked?

Players are drafted to teams in an effort to evenly distribute the levels of talent across the league during mid-February.  Players will be notified of their teams, coaches and schedules shortly thereafter.

When are the season-ending in-house tournaments?

The in-house tournaments begin around June 7th, 2010 and can run as late as June 18th.   

How can I be an umpire?

Umpires must be at least 14 years of age before they can start umpiring and must attend the umpire training classes.   Parents and coaches are encouraged to be umpires, too!

What is the t-ball/clinic program about?

Our –t-ball and clinic program meets on Saturdays from mid-April through June from 10:00 to 11:30.  We structure it so that teams learn and practice fundamental baseball skills every week.  For the last half of the morning, we change to “game scenarios” where the players use the skills that they have learned in a structured baseball game against other teams from the program.  

How can I be a manager/coach/age group director/umpire/volunteer?  

Simply raise your hand and come to the baseball meetings on the 1st Monday of each month from December through June 
When/What are Travel tryouts?

Emmorton Baseball Travel teams are selected though tryouts from the best players registered in our Rec League.  Our travel teams play against other Rec Council’s Travel teams on weekends from March through June and enter a number of tournaments.  Both our 10u and 12U Travel teams raise funds to sponsor a trip to Cooperstown Dreams Park each year.  

Harford County Rec Council rules dictate that no baseball travel tryouts for ANY Rec Council may begin until February 1st.  Sign-ups for travel tryouts are during baseball registration in January.  Emmorton Baseball Travel tryouts are scheduled for the first weekends of February.  See the website for details.

What about Fall Baseball?

Emmorton Baseball is affiliated with two different fall baseball leagues.  Our Rec-league is part of the North Harford Fall Baseball League (NHFB).  This is a non-competitive league where players sign up in June and are assigned to a fall team that starts practicing in August.  For this league, age groups are determined by what the child will play NEXT spring.

Emmorton Baseball also places teams in Baltimore County Major League.  This is a competitive league similar to our spring travel program where players try out for the team in early August.  Age determination for this age group is based on what the child played in spring of this year.

All games are on Sundays from late August through October.  Fees vary according to league and age group.
